Pastorôs Report:  The Pastors were on vacation in Florida at the end of 

October, including the snowy weekend of the 29th.  They reported on 

weekly visits with Holly Daubenspeck and her family. 

 
Treasurerôs Report:  After lengthy Council discussion over the church 

budget for 2012, Jan B. moved to accept the 2012 Budget for presenta-

tion to the congregation.  Bryan B. 2nd the motion followed by general 

acclamation.  Budget will be presented for approval at the Congrega-

tional Meeting on November 20th. 

 
Old Business:  Council sought legal council in regard to Emmanuelôs 

rental property.  The tenant has broken the lease by non-payment of 

rent, despite efforts by council towards correction of the issue.  An 

eviction letter will be delivered by a delegation of council volunteers.  

The tenant is expected to vacate the property within ten days after de-

livery.  Council discussion continues about the best use of this property.
